Christopher Carduff editor

Born in 1908 in Lincoln, Illinois, and a
1930 graduate of the University of
Ilinois, William Maxwell was a quintes-
sential midwestern writer whose work
—even after moving to New York and a
long career as editor at The New Yorker
—remained steeped in the rhythms and
resonances of his Illinois home. On the
centennial of Maxwell’s birth, here is
an unprecedented two-volume collect-
ed edition that restores the full range of
this extraordinary literary voice that
John Updike has called “one of the wis-
est in American fiction . . . as well as one
of the kindest.” In Early Novels and
Stories, Maxwell’s lighthearted first
novel, Bright Center of Heaven (1934)—
here restored to print after more than 75
years—is gathered with nine masterly
short stories and his three major carly
works: They Came Like Swallows (1937),
The Folded Leaf (1945), and Time Will
Darken It (1948).

In Later Novels and Stovies, Maxwell deepens his connection to his
signature subject matter even as he broadens his canvas. The
Chitean (1961) describes the most subtle and bittersweet encounter
of American naiveté and Old World mystery since Henry James. So
Long, See You Tomorrow (1980), widely considered Maxwell’s great-
est work, is part memoir, part fictional re-creation of a crime of pas-
sion, and, in the words of Charles Baxter, “an unobtrusively perfect
example of literary art.” Here too is the story collection Billie Dyer
(1992) and eleven other works of short fiction—some never before
collected. The volume concludes with forty brief “improvisa-
tions”—fairy tales Maxwell wrote for his wife—and the essay
“Nearing Ninety” (1997), his moving valediction to a lifetime of
reading and storytelling.

Christopher Carduff is a consulting editor at The Library of America. A longtime pub-

lisher and book editor, he collaborated with William Maxwell on several projects.
